 This bill revises the requirements concerning exemptions from 7 

mandatory student immunization requirements. 8 

 Under the bill, provisions in the State Sanitary Code, or 9 

provisions otherwise set forth in statute or regulation, which require 10 

the immunization of children in public or private licensed child care 11 

centers and students at public or private elementary or secondary 12 

schools and institutions of higher education, are to provide for an 13 

exemption from the mandatory immunization requirements based 14 

upon a statement submitted to the child care center, elementary or 15 

secondary school, or institution of higher education, as applicable, 16 

using a standard form designated by the Department of Health by a 17 

licensed physician, doctor of osteopathy, or advanced practice nurse 18 

indicating: (1) that the vaccine is medically contraindicated for a 19 

specific period of time; (2) the professional’s full name, address, 20 

and national provider identifier (or the national provider identifier 21 

of the professional’s collaborating physician); and (3) the reasons 22 

for the medical contraindication, which are to be valid medical 23 

reasons consistent with guidelines issued by the Advisory 24 

Committee on Immunization Practices (ACIP) in the federal 25 

Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.  The child or student 26 

will be exempt from receiving the indicated vaccination for the 27 

stated period of time.

 The bill provides the Commissioner of Health with expedited 3 

rulemaking authority in order to provide guidance to child care 4 

centers, schools, and public health authorities, as they will need to 5 

implement its provisions on a timely basis, including creating 6 

acknowledgement forms that may be used by nonpublic institutions 7 

that admit children and students who are not fully compliant with 8 

mandatory immunization requirements. 9 

 The provisions of the bill will take effect 180 days after the date 10 

of enactment. 11
